1. The Son of David



(Luke 1:26-31)
The Angel Gabriel came to Mary
in the city of Nazareth in Galilee.



in Nazareth

in Galilee

in Israel

in the 
Roman 
Empire



(Luke 1:26-33) The Angel Gabriel said:
(28) God chose Mary to receive a 

great blessing.
(31) Mary will have a Son and give 

Him the name, Jesus.
(32-33) Jesus is the Son of David and 

King of Israel that God promised 
will rule forever. 



(27) Mary was engaged (promise to marry) to Joseph. 
They were both from King David’s family.



Jesus is the Seed born of a woman
(Mary) that God promised will crush 

the head of the serpent (Satan)
[Genesis 3:15].

Jesus name means Saviour.
Jesus will save people 

from their sins [Matthew 1:21].



2. The Son of God



(Luke 1:32,35)  The angel told Mary 
that Jesus will be the Son of God.



John 1:1-3, 14
God the Son became 
“flesh”—man.

God (Father, Son, and Holy Spirit) is 
spirit (no “flesh”—body). 

God the Son will become man 
and be born on the earth.



(Luke 1:34-35)

Mary did not understand how 
she—a virgin (woman only— not 

with man) could have a baby.

(35) The angel told Mary that 
God the Spirit would do a 

miracle inside her.





Jesus would NOT receive Adam’s sin
because Jesus’s father will NOT be a man.



(Luke 1:36-37)
Elizabeth was very old, BUT had a child.
Mary was a virgin, BUT had a child.

How?

God is almighty.

God created all things; 
God can do all things.

(Luke 1:38)
Mary believed God.
