1. Jesus Quiets a Storm.



(Mark 4:35-37)

Jesus and His disciples 
were crossing the Sea of 
Galilee in a small ship at 

night.



(Mark 4:38)

Jesus slept in the ship.
*The disciples awoke Jesus 

because they were afraid that 
they would die in the storm.



(Mark 4:39) Jesus commanded the 
storm to be quiet.

*The wind and sea obeyed Jesus.
...How?

(Colossians 1:16) For by him (Jesus) 
were all things created.

*(Gen. 1:1) Jesus made all things; 
Jesus is God. 



(Mark 4:40-41)

The disciples were afraid 
because they did NOT have 

faith in Jesus.

*The disciples were amazed 
(wow!) at Jesus’ power to 
control the wind and sea.



2. Jesus Freed a Man from Demons.



(Mark 5:1-5)

After Jesus and His disciples 
crossed the Sea of Galilee, they 

met a man controlled by Demons.

*People tried to control this man 
by putting him in chains, but no 

one could control him.



(Mark 5:6-7) The demons knew 
Jesus because the demons 

before served Jesus in Heaven.

*The demons called Jesus, 
“Son of the Most High God.”

*The demons were afraid 
of Jesus.



(Mark 5:8-10) The demons name 
were Legion because they were 

many.
*Legion = 6,000 

*Many demons were in the man, 
but Jesus had more power than 

6,000 demons.



(Mark 5:11-13)

The demons wanted to enter pigs.

*Jesus allowed the demons to 
enter pigs.

*2,000 pigs ran off a cliff and died 
in the sea.



(Mark 5:14-17)
The man controlled by demons 

was now free.

The people were not happy 
that the pigs died.

The people did not accept 
Jesus is God; the people were 
only sad because their money 

was lost.



(Mark 5:18-20)

The man who had  been freed 
from demons now had a job. 

His job was to tell other people 
about Jesus.
