1.  Abram (Abraham) Was a Child of Shem (Noah’s son).



(Genesis 11:27-30)

Abram’s wife was Sarai (Sarah); 
they had no children.

Abram’s nephew was Lot.



(Genesis 11:27-30)

Abram’s home was Ur (city name).



2. God Told Abram to Leave Ur.



(Genesis 12:1)

*God spoke to Abram in Ur.
*Abram had no Bible.
*God spoke to Abram, and 
Abram heard God’s voice.



(Genesis 12:1)

*Ur (city) and Abram’s 
father and family 
worshipped idols.
*Abram was different; 
Abram believed in the 
One True God.
*God commanded Abram 
to leave his home place.



(Genesis 11:31-32)

Abram’s father was Terah.
*Abram left Ur with his 
father, wife, nephew (Lot), 
and all he had. 
*They first moved to 
a place named Haran.



3. God Chose Abram to Save All People.



*The Children of Shem, Ham, and 
Japheth rejected God; 
they worshipped things that God 
made (idols).
(Isaiah 46:9-10)

*God knows the future. 
God’s plan never fails.
God planned to send Jesus 
(salvation) through Abram’s children.



4. God Made Promises to Abram.



God promised Abram many things:
(Genesis 12:2-3)
1. Abram would become father of 

great nation (Israel).

2. God would protect and prosper 
(make rich) Abram.

3. All people would receive spiritual 
blessing through Abram’s children.

**God promised one of Abram’s 
children would be Jesus (salvation)**



5. Abram Believed and Obeyed God.



*Sarai had no children.
*But Abram believed God.
*Abram’s family and friends 
worshipped idols… most people 
worshipped idols.
**BUT** Abram believed God.



6. Lot Moved Away from Abram.





(Genesis 13:5-11)

Lot separated from Abram and 
moved near Sodom and Gomorrah.





(Genesis 13:12-13)

*Abram stayed in Canaan.
*Sodom was a very wicked place.
*Lot only wanted money and 
comfort.
*Lot chose wrong way.
