Church Members Do What?

(Titus 3)



1. Church Members, Do Good!



(Titus 3:1) [You, Pastor Titus] Put them (church members) in 
mind (remind) to be subject (obey) to principalities 
(rulers) and powers (bosses), to obey magistrates  (police 
/ laws), 

to be ready (quick)  to every good work (to help and 
serve people), 

(2) To speak evil (bad) of (about) no man, to be no 
brawlers (fighting), but gentle (kind), shewing (show) all 
meekness (humble) unto all men.



(Titus 3:8) This is a faithful (true) saying (words), and 
these things I will that thou affirm (strong say)
constantly (again and again), that they which have 
believed in God (church members) might (must) be 
careful to maintain (continue) good works. These 
things are good and profitable (help) unto men. 



2.  Church Members, Don’t Argue!



(Titus 3:9) But avoid (not do) foolish questions (argue), 
and genealogies (history—names), and contentions 
(argue), and strivings (argue) about the law (Bible); for 
they (argue) are unprofitable (not help grow spiritually) 
and vain (waste). (10) A man that is an heretick (argue 
/ make fights—problems) after the first and second 
admonition (warning) […3rd time] reject (cancel membership); 
(11) Knowing that he that is such (heretick—argue) is 
subverted (corrupt / bad—Satan’s way), and sinneth, being 
condemned (cancel membership) of himself (own bad doing).

[The church or pastor is not responsible for ending membership, 
but the heretick himself is responsible.]
