2. We Live by God’




(Matthew 4:2-4)

stones become bread.

*Jesus, said, “No, the Bible says
that we must live by obeying
God’s Word.” [Deut. 8:3]

*Jesus believed the Bible—Jesus
fasted (not eat) to serve God.




3. Do Not Test God.
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(Matthew 4:5-6)

Satan told Jesus to jump off
the Temple—Ilet all people see
God’s angels save you.
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*Jesus said, “No, The Bible  HFemrmywITT
says we must not test God.” S |
[Deut. 6:16]

*Jesus believed the Bible—
Jesus never doubted God.




4. Only Worship God.




(Matthew 4:8-10)

Satan told Jesus, to worship him
and Satan would give to Jesus all
the kingdoms of the world.

*Jesus said, “No, the Bible says to

only worship and serve God.”
[Deut. 6:13]

*Jesus believed the Bible—Jesus
would only serve God.




5. Jesus Won Against Satan’s Temptation.

Jesus won by knowing
and obeying the Bible.

Jesus is also God;
Jesus has power over Satan.
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
