Jesus Feeds 5,000 People



1. Jesus Feeds 5,000 People.

(John 6:1-4)
Many 
people 
came to 
see Jesus.



(John 6:5-7)

Jesus saw the people were 
tired and hungry. 

Jesus wanted to feed all the 
people, but the disciples did 

not know how to feed so 
many people.

*There were 5,000+ people.



(John 6:8-9)

The disciples 
found a boy who 
had 5 bread and 

2 small fish.



(John 6:10-13)

Jesus miraculously 
multiplied the 
boy’s little food 
and fed all 5,000 
people.

Example:
5 bread x 5,000 = 25,000 bread
2 fish x 5,000 = 10,000 fish



(John 6:14-15)

People wanted Jesus 
to become their king.

*People wanted Jesus to give them 
earthly power and riches.

*But Jesus came to die for their 
sins—people did not repent of 

their sins. 
*Jesus did NOT allow the people to 

make Him their earthly king.



2. Jesus Walks on Water.



(John 6:16-21)

After Jesus fed the 5,000, the 
disciples and Jesus separated.  
*The disciples were in the ship 
at night, and they became afraid 
when they saw a man coming 
towards them on the sea. 
*When the disciples saw that 
the man was Jesus, they 
received Him into their ship.



(Psalm 89:8-9) “...LORD God... 
rulest the raging (storm) of the 
sea: when the waves thereof 
arise, thou (LORD God) stillest 
(quiet) them (sea).”

Jesus rules the seas; 
Jesus is God the LORD.



3. Jesus Is the Bread of Life.



(John 6:25-26)
After Jesus fed the 5,000, many 

people wanting more food 
followed Jesus.

*Jesus knows the minds and hearts 
of all the people [Jesus is God].

*The people wanted 
more food and enjoyment 

they did not want to repent 
of their sins and learn God’s way.



(John 6:27)

Jesus taught the people about spiritual food.
Earthly food = earthly life (little time)

Spiritual food (Jesus Himself) = eternal life (forever time)



(John 6:28-33)

Jesus said people MUST believe 
in Him (Jesus).

*The people wanted bread from 
Heaven same as Moses gave.
*Jesus said that God gave bread 
from Heaven; NOT Moses.
*Jesus said NOW God has given 
spiritual bread (Jesus Himself).



(John 6:35) And Jesus said unto them,
I (Jesus) am the bread of life:

ONLY Jesus can give eternal life.
You must believe/receive Jesus.
