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1. Pharaoh Refused (no) to Obey God’s Command.




(Exodus 5:1-2)

Moses told Pharaoh, “God
commands you to let Israel go
free.”

Pharaoh answered, “I will not
obey your God; | will not let
Israel go free.”




*Egyptians worshipped created

things (river, sun, moon, animals, and Pharaoh).

*Egyptians had many smart
people, great buildings, great
army... but...

*The Egyptians were spiritually
blind. The Egyptians rejected the
One, True God.




(Exodus 6:1, 6-8; 7:4-5; 9:16 )
God Used Pharaoh’s
Rebellion to Show His

Almighty Power to Israel
and the World.

3. The Passover




(Exodus 11:4-7)

God warned that He would
send a 10" plague that would
kill all the firstborn.




(Exodus 12:3-5, 22-23)

God said that the only way of
salvation for the firstborn was
to kill a lamb and put the

lamb’s blood around the door.




(Exodus 12:12-14)
When God sees the blood,

He will not destroy the
firstborn in the house: He
will pass over.




(Exodus 12:28) The Israelites Believed and Obeyed God.

All the firstborn
Israelites were
protected.

This is the
Passover.




(Exodus 12:29-30) All the Egyptian’s Firstborn Died.




4. The Exodus




(Exodus 12:31-36, 51)
Pharaoh Told the

Israelites to “Go out!”

This is called the Exodus
“Go out.”

God brought Israel out
from slavery in Egypt.
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
