John the Baptist



1. Malachi 



(Malachi 3:1, 3) Malachi was the last O.T./B.C. prophet.
Malachi said, First John the Baptist would come; 

Second Jesus Christ would come. 
*The “messenger”(John the Baptist) will announce (tell) 

the coming of the King (Jesus Christ).



2. Zacharias



(Luke 1:5-7) Zacharias was a 
priest who served in the 
Temple.  His wife’s name was 
Elisabeth.  They were both 
very old and had no children.
*(Luke 1:11-14) When Zacharias 
was serving in the Temple, 
an angel appeared and told 
him that he and Elisabeth 
would have a special son 
(John the Baptist).



(Luke 1:15-16)

The angel told Zacharias that John 
would be a great witness for God (Jesus).

(Luke 1:17)

God’s angel said, “Jesus = God.”



3. Zacharias Prophesied

(Luke 1:24,57)

John the Baptist 
was born.



(Luke 1:67-68) The Holy Spirit 
gave Zacharias the future 
message about Jesus and John.
(69) God’s promise to David 
would be fulfilled (done).

(70-71) All the promises of the 
prophets in the Old Testament 
Bible would be fulfilled.
(72-73) God’s promise to 
Abraham would be fulfilled.



(76-77) God Himself would come and pay 
the full penalty for sins.
(78-79) Zacharias said, “Jesus = same as 
the sun rising in the morning” …Jesus 
would give light to those in darkness.
*All people have been born in spiritual 
darkness and need the Light (Jesus).

*God would send only one Saviour (Jesus).



God is the ONLY Saviour.

(Isaiah 43:11)
I, even I, am the LORD; and beside me there is no saviour.

(Isaiah 45:22)

Look unto me (God), and be ye saved, all the ends of 
the earth (all people): for I am God, and there is none 

else (no other god). 
**Jesus is God—the Only Saviour**



God saved Noah and his family from the flood.



God saved Isaac from being killed as a sacrifice.



God saved Lot from destruction in Sodom.



God saved Joseph from slavery and prison.



God saved Israel from slavery in Egypt.





God saved Israel from Egypt’s armies by dividing the Red Sea.



God saved Israel in the wilderness by giving water and food.



God now would send Jesus to save people from their sins.
